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CONSTRUCTIVISM AS THE PHILOSOPHICAL-EPISTEMOLOGICAL ORIENTATION OF TEACHER
EDUCATION IN THE USA

Abstract. Constructivism has emerged as a dominant conceptual orientation of teacher education systems in
the USA and worldwide. Nevertheless, it is underrepresented in the research conducted in Ukraine. The present
paper thus aims at carrying out multifaceted overview of the constructivist theory and interpretive paradigm as a
philosophical and epistemological foundation of the American teacher education. In the study such complementary
research methods are employed as analysis, synthesis, interpretation, as well as the method of generalizing effective
practices of constructivist teacher education in the USA. The paper begins with the discussion of philosophical
and epistemological underpinnings of the US teacher education system, in which the theory of constructivism and
interpretive paradigm feature prominently. The key categories of the aforementioned philosophical-epistemological
stance are the teacher’s personality and socio-cultural context predetermining their professional development and
growth. A number of diverse research traditions take up the issue of constructivism and its implementation into
teacher education and development. Integration of the underlying tenets of constructivism in the USA establishments
of higher education has led to the abandonment of the more authoritarian traditional models built around knowledge
transmission. Prompted by constructivism, prospective teachers are viewed as the subjects of knowledge construction
and self-development being delegated with responsibilities and the right to take an active stance with regard to personal
and professional growth within a community. Features of effective teacher education programmes incorporating
constructivist ideas across the USA include the following: reflective thinking development, student centeredness,
collaborative learning, problem posing and solving of profession-related tasks, extensive teaching practice, involving
prospective teachers in research and some others. As shown by substantial empirical research base, the advantages of
incorporating the underlying principles of constructivism into teacher education are indisputable as compared to more
traditional models, in terms of development of professional awareness, overcoming stereotypical views and biases of
prospective teachers.
